1479 BC – 1425 BC 
 
When his father died, he was only 
three years old and so his step-
mother Hatshepsut, held the throne 
as regent, later as a pharaoh for 22 
years. When Thutmoses III was old 
enough to become pharaoh himself, 
he had his Hatshepsut murdered and 
had all her statues taken away. He 
was an excellent general and brought 
the Egyptians over 20 military 
successes. He conquered many 
peoples in Canaan (Middle East), 
bringing home lots of treasures 
making the Egyptians rich. His reign 
is called the Golden Age. Together 
with his vizier he also kept control 
over irrigation, having governors 
check on farmer’s dykes and 
channels. Thutmose III died at the 
old age of 56.

He kept record of 



all the harvest of the farmers in his 



province. The harvest was then 



stored inside the temple walls. Abtu 



was an important link of the complex 



Egyptian temple economy. He would 



keep an eye on the food supplies, so 



there would still be enough food 



outside of harvest season. 



 



 



 



SENENMUT                                    6 



Senenmut was government official  



and the chief architect of 



Hatshepsut's works at Deir el-



Bahri. Senenmut's masterpiece 



building project was the Mortuary 



Temple of Hatshepsut, on a site on 



the west bank of the Nile, close to 



the entrance to the Valley of the 



Kings. As an architect and advisor to 



the pharaoh he could read and write, 



so he was a teacher to Hatshepsut’s 



daughter Neferure, who later married 



Thutmose III. They say he was

Neferure was the only known child 



of Thutmose II and his great royal 



wife Hatshepsut. Neferure was  



Thutmose III’s wife, which means 



she married her half-brother! She 



lived her life serving the gods at the 



Karnak temple, normally her 



mother’s task. But she became 



pharaoh when her husband
